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Rusunawa Mariso is an apartment intended for low-income people as government’s response to high
demands of homes and reducing slums in city caused by overcrowded problems. Facility in rusunawa
includes private area (housing units) and public spaces are provided to accommodate various activities
of residents. Availability of public space in urban settlements is a necessity, endorsing residents’ quality
of life as far as the utilization in accordance to its designation. In fact, the provided facilities were
utilized not in accordance to government standards regulation. Study shows that there has been
deviation on public space utilization and the facilities, either positively or negatively and resulted many
physical changes which may decrease the quality of public housing.

The objectives of this research are to explore the public space in rusunawa and to determine functional
deviations and invasion behaviors in physical and non-physical aspects.

Information collection and data reporting through observation by using method of person center map,
and structure and unstructured interviews with research instruments and local observers.

This research analyzing by identifying the public spaces and exploring the diversity of utilization by
considering background of residents and daily activities, describing typology territory through signage
characteristics and clarify the invasion pattem in public and semi public spaces and determination of
the strength of invasion.

Research concludes that there are eight types of public space in rusunawa, each of them had been
utilized varies to the initial function in order to fulfill the needs of resident and daily activities.
Comridors are the most favored spaces, becoming ‘activity based’ spaces and accommodating activities
of almost all kind of activity, such social, trading and even private activity. Similarity in social
economic backgrounds can foster a strong sense of family in society, eliminating the time and space
boundaries in daily interactions. Due to the activity of the occupants were mostly done outdoors,
causing the formation of new territories. There are nine patterns of typology of territories were
identified, exist throughout the territory of public and semipublic spaces marked with signages
placement, and there are also 12 kinds characteristics of invasion. Characteristics of signage in public
and semi public territory (i.e. fixed, semi fixed and moveable) clarify the level invasion; namely:
strong, moderate and weak territory invasion. (457 Words )
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
